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Using the Results of Investigative Journalism in Criminal

In the article the issues are related to the use of investigative 
criminal procedural proof. In foreign countries, investigative 
journalism is widely used in criminal proceedings, but in Ukraine this 
question was relevant only after independence and still on a scientific 
level not sufficiently studied. One of the promising directions of 
investigative journalism their use is under the investigation of criminal 
offenses, in particular to establish evidence-based information in 
criminal proceedings. 

Proved that the information obtained during the investigative 
journalism, is inherently non-procedural, and therefore can’t have 
evidentiary value in the investigation of the criminal proceedings 
until they acquire the status of evidence. Materials obtained during 
the investigative journalism, is the foundation on which to further 
the criminal process emerging evidence because during journalistic 
investigation actually is collecting information on the sources of
