POLICE TRAINING IN JAPAN .

The Japanese police have some unique features. The Japanese
culture is basically homogeneous. The police don't have to work with
people from different cultures fighting against each other, and the
police don't have to fine-tune tactics for each culture.The Japanese
police officer is basically a police officer and a psychologist at the
same time. They work very long hours.All Japanese police recruits
undergo a standardized curriculum set by Japan' National Police
Agency. High school graduates undergo 1 year of police school.
After which, they are given "hands on" experience through three
months of field work. Once the 3 months are over, the recruits then
return for 6 more months of training and discussions about what they
experienced. College graduates undergo a slightly different system.
While they must also experience 3 months of field work, they only
attend police school for 8 months beforehand and 4 months after.
Approximately 5% of all Japanese police candidates fail to complete
the course.

Anyone attending their first year of police school must live in
a dormitory, even if they are married. For single officers, this
requirement extends into their first 6 months of duty. All dorms
maintain a curfew. Residents must obtain special permission to stay
out past 11:00 PM. This is not to say that only cadets and rookie
officers live in the dorms. Due to the high cost of living in certain
areas, many new officers will continue to reside in a dormitory after
the first six months.

Cadets in police academies learn about self-defense, firearms
operations and first aid. Training for police officers might also
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involve hostage negotiation, investigative techniques and traffic
control. Some departments incorporate high-speed driving skills,
conflict resolution tactics and crowd management in their basic cadet
training programs. After graduation, they are assigned to a police
station for 3 months of on- the-job training under instruction of a
senior officer.

Then, they return to the police school for a three-month
progress educational training program to cultivate character, improve
professional legal knowledge and hone their understanding and skills
in  community policing (2 months for university graduates).
Thereafter, they are assigned to a police station, where they perform
their actual duties for 5 months in the police box, receiving
instruction by a senior officer (4 months for university graduates).

Officers continue to receive training throughout their careers.
Each year, a random selection of approximately 42,000 officers take
technical courses which last between 3 weeks to 1 year. Officers
promoted to the rank of sergeant must undergo 3 months of training
at a regional training facility. Officers promoted to the rank of
assistant inspector must undergo 2 months of training. New
inspectors must experience 6 months of training at the national police
college in Tokyo.

Aspiring police officers must complete training programs
specific to individual law enforcement agencies. Many of these
programs last a minimum of 12 weeks and include substantial
physical fitness components; all cadets in police training programs
must meet minimum fitness and age standards.

Law enforcement professionals are expected to possess a
reasonable understanding of the legal process, and police education
and training often focuses on subjects relating to law and criminal
justice. Courses in legal terminology, civil rights and the penal code
are mandatory portions of police training. Cadets are also instructed
on the proper handling and questioning of suspects, maintaining the
integrity of evidence and laws relating to searches and seizures.

98.1% of Japan's police officers are male. Typically, police
officers come middle class families of blue-collar workers, manual
laborers, or small entrepreneurs. While they take great pride in their
work and fancy themselves as the modern samurai, police officers
see their careers as a stepping stone to raise the social status of their
families.
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The National Police Academy also provides educational
training for superintendents designated for assignments as the chief
of a police station. This is the highest-level educational training
course available for police officers.
