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who, in accordance with the provisions of the criminal procedure 
law, are considered to be detainees, children of war, refugees, 
persons on whom the restrictions of civil capacity of a natural 
person’s  recognition are considered by the court, individually 
incompetent persons and people whose civil capacity is renewed, 
people for whom the implementation of compulsory medical 
treatment is considered to be necessary, etc. 

In addition to individuals who are eligible for legal aid, there 
are other subjects – providers of legal aid. In particular, providers of 
such assistance can be: the executive power; local governments; 
natural and legal persons of private law; specialized institutions 
(primary legal assistance) centers of free secondary legal aid and 
barristers on the roster of barristers, who provide free secondary 
legal assistance (secondary legal aid).  

However a deeper analysis of the current legislation follows 
that only barristers as persons with relevant experience, knowledge 
and authority are entitled to provide high qualified (both primary and 
secondary) legal aid.
