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COMMUNICATIVE APPROACH AS A USEFUL TOOL IN THE
LANGUAGE TEACHING

Communicative approach in teaching foreign languages is, by far, one of
the most common in modern methodology. Widely used abroad. It is carried out
through “speech activity” and serves to solve problems, whether imaginary or real,
with the help of a foreign language. It represents a combination of many ways of
teaching and evolved out of various educational methods being still the most
natural way of gaining knowledge and practice in foreign language teaching.

Towards developing oral and written speech it also masters reading and
listening skills. Grammar is being taught by the process of communication
memorizing words and expressions and learning language formulas and only
through all of those in general acquiring the understanding of grammatical sense
being able to speak a foreign language not only freely but correctly as well.

Communicative approach is based on the group work whether it is a group
of two students or more. It acquires lots of preparation from a teacher’s side. First
off, is to create or find a situation appropriate for the group’s needs and a level of
knowledge to meet the educational goals being put by the curriculum and to satisfy
the individual growth of every participant by expressing himself\herself in solving
the problem as well. It is easy to keep the interest of students because of the
Secondly, is to lay out the ‘situation’ the way the problem to be clearly
understood. Better understanding enriches the quantity of variants to be received at
the final point. And finally, is to provide guidance taking over the functions of the
organizer of communication asking leading questions, drawing attention to the
original opinions of the participants etc.

Analyzing the strong aspects of this method we can come up to a
conclusion that it is very productive in developing the real speaking skills in the
most natural way which simplifies the understanding of the language itself and its
use. What is more the practical speech here is not only a goal, but also a tool to
achieve it and they depend on each other.
