Structure of investigative bodies in 1920s and investigators’ 
procedural competences are identified: these were the subjects of 
double subordination (administrative functions were supervised by 
courts and investigative actions – by prosecution).  

Article provides analysis of amendments to the Criminal 
Procedure Code (1927) concerning inquiry bodies, investigative 
agencies and prosecution. Influence of updated Soviet Union social-
economic strategy on contents and scope of investigators’ procedural 
powers – it is identified that function of inquiry process supervision 
(apart from supervision of law compliance in the same circumstances) 
was extracted from the prosecutor’s competence and transferred to 
investigator along with criminal case dismissal under applicable law 
(cases which stipulated inquiry and relevant complaints 
consideration). After full transfer of investigators’ subordination to
