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THE ECOSYSTEM IN UKRAINE 

The goal of our project is to normalize the ecosystem in Ukraine, to 
ensure and implement the SFG system in the life of the community 

The main tasks are: 

 investigate European experience in combating environmental 
problems; 

 to accentuate the attention of the population and the state as a 
whole to the need to replace plastic, polyethylene on cardboard, wood; 

 introduction of state control system, increase of sanctions for 
environmental violations; 

 conducting a sociological survey among applicants for higher 
education in the Ministry of Education and Science; 

 making a proposal to create an environmental constitution. 
Environmental problems that we have been investigating: 
1. Quality of air-pollution of air; 
2. Low-quality water; 
1. Global warming; 
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2. waste processing; 
3. Ecological problem of the Donbas. 
Among the reforms and legislative changes currently being 

implemented in Ukraine, the implementation of the environmental 
component of the EU-Ukraine Association Agreement is an important part. 

The reason for non-compliance with environmental legislation is the 
control system that has remained unchanged since the Soviet era, the 
overregulation of certain areas of environmental protection and 
environmental management, the lack of proper monitoring of the 
environment, the establishment of unrealistic norms and standards, and the 
lack of integration of environmental issues into other areas. 

As a matter of fact, the Association Agreement can become a 
powerful driver in the field of environmental policy and law, which will 
help to introduce modern approaches, norms and rules in Ukraine and will 
contribute to the improvement of the environment and health of citizens in 
Ukraine. 

Conducting environmental monitoring of the territory of Donetsk 
and Luhansk Oblasts, where the state authorities temporarily do not exercise 
their powers, with the possible involvement of international environmental 
experts in order to assess the environmental situation, is becoming more and 
more relevant. 

That is why the introduction of European principles and approaches 
gives hope that our environmental problems will be less, and the idea that «the 
environment has no boundaries» will not only be a good thesis, but a reality. 

The obligation to implement the environmental component of the 
Association Agreement requires support from every citizen who needs to be 
environmentally conscious and responsible. Actually, European integration 
is a good push in this direction 

By signing and ratifying the Association Agreement between 
Ukraine and the EU, Ukraine has undertaken a number of new 
environmental commitments, in particular regarding the approximation of 
Ukrainian environmental legislation to EU norms and standards, namely the 
implementation of 29 directives and regulations in the 8 thematic spheres. 

Over the last three years, the focus of the implementation process has 
been on the implementation of the environmental impact assessment and 
strategic environmental assessment in Ukraine – important environmental 
policy tools that provide an opportunity to assess the potential 
environmental damage and prevent or minimize it. 

Ukraine has already passed Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) 
and Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) Laws to implement the 
Agreement. However, their implementation in practice unfortunately does 
not work. 
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Introducing directives and adopting them as laws in Ukraine, and our 
legislation will become progressive and effective. 

This, of course, is the easiest way, but it will not work. After all, the 
legislation adopted must comply with the legal system already in force in the 
country, and be consistent with other regulations. When looking for ways to 
implement, first of all, attention should be paid to the need to achieve the 
objectives of the directive, and then – on the proposed mechanisms. 

That is why the option of implementation was chosen by the profile 
ministry – first the strategy, and then the necessary laws and regulations – is 
correct. 

Thus, implementation of the Agreement will take place through 
national reforms, and not vice versa. The internal agenda is the primary 
source of reform, but their implementation is carried out through the prism 
of the implementation of the Agreement. 

There are no signs of synergy between the three major processes in 
Ukraine-the implementation of the Association Agreement, regional policy 
and decentralization (at least in the field of environmental protection). 
These processes need to complement each other, which will contribute to 
the effective achievement of the goals of each of them and the goals of each 
separate environmental reform. 

To solve the environmental problem, we propose the introduction of 
the Environmental Constitution, which can solve a number of important 
problems for the world community and its member: to form the system of 
ecological human rights and to consolidate its right to a safe environment; 
to determine the directions of the world environmental policy, as well as the 
ecological cooperation of states and international organizations; fill in the 
Galilee in the international legal regulation of environmental relations and 
make the systemic branch of international ecological law; to create 
additional international organizational, legal and judicial guarantees of 
ensuring environmental law and order in the world; to promote the coherent 
development of national ecological systems. 

We should seek the convening of a special international conference 
within the framework of the UN for the elaboration and adoption of the 
Earth Ecological Constitution. This is not an abstract idea, but a real 
response to the ecological challenges of the XXI century, which is 
associated with the further fate of all mankind. 

To introduce a control body in compliance with the environmental 
norms and standards provided for by the legislation, that is, at present, we have 
a significant number of  NPOs that regulate the environment, but in fact they are 
not valid and not applicable, and even the majority of Ukrainian population do 
not know about them, for example, the norm regarding sanctions for non-
sorting of garbage, which is stipulated in 2018 is not fulfilled. 
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The Ministry of Environment and Natural Resources introduces a lot of 
changes, but they do not work, that is, they must assign each sub-unit a separate 
authority, namely control over the quality of water, one authority, on the state of 
air, another, sorting waste, one more separate and control over adhering to the 
permissible ecological level in the occupied territory of the Donbas. 

Increasing awareness and awareness of the population about the 
ecological situation in the country by creating billboards, stands and posters 
in Ukrainian cities. 
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ПОНЯТТЯ ТА ПРИРОДА ГІБРИДНОЇ ВІЙНИ 

Аналіз воєнних конфліктів початку XXI століття свідчить про 
появу нових форм і методів збройної боротьби між державами для 
досягнення відповідних політичних цілей і вирішення міждержавних 
протиріч. На зміну класичним формам збройної боротьби прийшли так 
звані «гібридні війни». Вони мають прихований характер та 
проводяться, переважно, у політичній, економічній, інформаційній та 
інших сферах. При цьому, для вирішення окремих завдань збройні 
сили залучаються в невеликій кількості. Сутність такого підходу 
полягає у зміщенні центру зусиль з фізичного знищення противника в 
рамках масштабної війни до застосування засобів так званої «м’якої 
сили» проти країни-противника з метою дезінтеграції та зміни її 
керівництва, включення до сфери свого впливу.  

Слід зазначити, що єдиного визначення поняття та природи 
гібридної війни не існує, тому це явище є складним з погляду 
трактування й наповнення відповідним змістом. Логічним видається 
зробити спробу визначити сутність гібридного протистояння та його 
складових. З існуючих поглядів на сутність гібридної війни можна 
виділити наступні: 

1. Гібридна війна як військова стратегія, яка поєднує звичайну 
війну, малу війну та кібервійну;  

2. Гібридна війна як атака з використанням ядерної, біологічної, 
хімічної зброї, саморобних знарядь для терористичних атак та 
інформаційного тиску;
